Day 1. Malaga

Upon your arrival, our Tour leader will welcome you. You'll then private transfer to our accommodation

Day 2. Malaga - Granada - Malaga

Day 3. Malaga - Seville - Malaga

Private guided tour of Seville, including admission to the Cathedral and an authentic flamenco show.

Day 4. Malaga - Cérdoba - Malaga

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Day 1. Malaga

Arrive in Malaga city center by 6:00 PM to meet your Tour Leader and fellow travelers. From our designated_meeting
point in Malaga, you’ll board a private transfer to our accommodation. After a brief welcome meeting at the hotel,
enjoy a relaxing dinner.

Day 2. Malaga - Granada - Malaga

The group will board our private bus for a full-day tour of Granada, featuring a guided visit to the Alhambra (excluding
the Nasrid Palaces) and the Albaicin neighborhood and city center stroll. There will be free time for a light lunch and
tapas accompanied by our tour leader. In the late afternoon, the group will return to the accommodation for dinner.

Admission: Includes Alhambra tickets (excluding the Nasrid Palaces), subject to availability at the time of booking.

Why does the visit to the Alhambra NOT include the Nasrid Palaces?

The Alhambra is Spain’s most visited monument, with a strictly limited number of tickets available each
day. It's important to note that no travel agency or tour operator can guarantee tickets for the Alhambra, as
they are nominally assigned. This means that tickets must be purchased with personal details such as your
full name, ID or passport number, nationality, and date of birth.

To maximize the likelihood of securing your visit, we offer a private tour of the Alhambra that excludes the
Nasrid Palaces. This alternative is similar to the standard Alhambra visit but does not include the Nasrid
Palaces. Instead, it features access to the Generalife Gardens, the Alcazaba, and Charles V Palace—areas
for which tickets are typically more available at the time of booking.

If tickets for the Alhambra are unavailable at the time of booking, we will provide an alternative exterior tour
of the Alhambra complex, which includes:

Justice Gate

Views of the Albaicin from the Alhambra complex

Visit to the Wine Gate

Entry to Charles V Palace

Tour of the Alhambra Museum (closed Mondays), featuring Nasrid art such as Qur'ans, pottery, and
original windows and doors

Exploration of the exterior of the San Francisco Parador, once a resting place for the Catholic
Monarchs

This alternative ensures a meaningful experience, even if full access to the monument is not possible.

Day 3. Malaga - Seville - Malaga

Today's itinerary takes us to Seville, the capital of Andalusia, for a private tour guided by our expert local professionals.
Key highlights include an interior visit to the magnificent Cathedral and the iconic Giralda Tower. Following this, enjoy a
walking tour through the historic Jewish Quarter, Santa Cruz, and the picturesque Plaza de Espafa. The day
concludes with admission to an authentic Flamenco show. In the evening, we will return to the hotel for dinner.
